We actively welcome young people who may have little performing experience such as
participatory and/or community programmes with other theatres or arts organisations.
However, this opportunity is not eligible for those who have graduated from an accredited

drama school (this includes foundation courses). If you were unable to complete a
performing arts course prior to graduation, you are still encouraged to apply.

1. What is the criteria for little to no formal training?

2. The programme is for 18 — 25 year olds. | am 25 years old at the time of applying. Am |
still eligible?

Yes, you can still apply. Applicants must be aged 18 — 25 from the programme start date
(Tuesday 10 January 2023). For example, if you are aged 25 and 10 months on 10 January
2023, you are welcome to apply.

3. When are auditions, and what can | expect?

If invited to audition, the first round of auditions will be on Friday 18 November 2022, and if
invited to proceed, the second round will be Friday 25 November 2022.

Anyone eligible for an audition will receive an information pack prior to auditioning. They will
take place in groups and will be held in person at the Lyric Hammersmith Theatre, W6 0QL.
